One hundred ninty seven flowers and six buds on 8 inflorescenses up to 40 cm tall on a plant 29
cm wide by 12 cm high growing nicely in a 6 inch net basket with sphagnum moss; leaves
attractive, dark green with several silver stripes linearly; flower base color green; dorsal sepal
lanceolate, dark green, covering column and petals fully; lateral sepals narrowly lanceolate, pale
green; lip white, narrow basally, hastate apically, covered by dorsal so only apical tip is visible,
petals vestigial and fused to base of column; substance average, texture glistening with short
clear hairs.
